If we stick it out and remem-• 
ber that were in this together things will change.
The power needs to come back to where it origionates.  •

Politicians only have power because we give it to them.• 
People in general are disenchanted with politics • on some 
level.
By organizing early on,  Baltimore can represent itself in • 
mass at the conventions.

1. Know the area. Come early, come often. Or if you can’t do 
that, study up from home (Al Gore invented the Internet for a 
reason).

3. Strategize: Be smart. Be creative. Get a sense of what 
other organizing is going on.
4. Take initiative.
5. Keep your privilege in check. Recognize socialized sys-
tems of domination, and work to undermine them.
6. Respect. Respect. Respect. Where it’s due. But no capitu-
lation, and do what you have to do.
7. Keep the bullshit to a minimum. Elitism is not security cul-
ture. No vanguardism, no unnecessary infi ghting, no loose 
lips.
